Is there a hindrance in your life of 
praise? I believe that the life of a Christian is 
to be a life of praise.   

"I will praise thee with my whole 
heart: before the gods will I sing praise unto 
thee." 

"I will worship toward thy holy temple, and praise 
thy name for thy loving-kindness and for thy truth: for thou 
hast magnified thy word above all thy name." 

"In the day when I cried thou answeredst me, and 
strengthenedst me with strength in my soul.” 

"All the kings of the earth shall praise thee, O 
LORD, when they hear the words of thy mouth." 

''Yea, they shall sing in the ways of the LORD: for 
great is the glory of the LORD." 

'' Though the LORD be high, yet hath he respect 
unto the lowly: but the proud he knoweth afar off. " 

”Though I walk in the midst of trouble, thou wilt 
revive me: thou shalt stretch forth thine hand against the 
wrath of mine enemies, and thy right hand shall save me." 

"The LORD will perfect that which concerneth me: 
thy mercy, O LORD, endureth for ever: forsake not the 
works of thine own hands."

The wile of the evil one 
to stop your praise to God is the basic level of His tactics of 
warfare in our lives.  I recently had to admit to the Lord that 
I was blaming Him for not helping me more in several areas 
of my life. Then through the conviction the Holy Spirit, I 
realized that God was not going to do what I have been 
given the responsibility and power to do, that is, take 
authority over my enemy and stop living under his 
oppression.  But rather shine the light of God's word upon 
my life, my emotions, my thought, my word and my actions. 
Then, having exposed any darkness in me, take my 
authority in Christ over it and remove it from controlling me 
in my life experiences. 

Now, I know the kind of deception that convinces 
you that it is too hard or impossible for you to prevail in 
these areas. I know the lies of the evil one which torment 
you to the point that your faith in God seems ineffective, 
even to no avail. 

But the truth is that the devil is a liar and God has 
already provided you everything you need to walk in your 
inheritance of His grace and goodness. It may take 
suffering for the sake of the gospel, but not defeat or failure 
at the hands of the enemy of your soul. You have been 
given the tools; use them that you may not suffer spiritual 
loss.
